COMPLETE RULES

of the “Growing Up Quickly and Easily” Marketing Contest

(hereinafter referred to as the “Rules”)

1. ORGANISER and ADMINISTRATOR: České aerolinie a.s., Identification No. 45795908, with its registered office at Letiště Ruzyně, Prague 6, Postal Code 160 08, Identification No. 45795908, entered in the Commercial Register administered by the Prague Municipal Court, Section B, File 1662 (hereinafter referred to as the “Organiser”);

2. TITLE OF THE MARKETING CONTEST: Growing Up Quickly and Easily (hereinafter referred to as the “Contest”);

3. Duration: The Contest shall run during the period from 1 January 2011 to 31 March 2011 (hereinafter referred to as the “contest period”); 

4. The JETSTERS CLUB is a children’s programme of the Organiser, the purpose of which is to provide children using the Organiser’s air-transport services with the possibility to earn rewards. The Jetsters Club is governed by the General Terms and Conditions of the Jetsters Club programme published on its website at www.jetstersclub.com (hereinafter referred to as the “Jetsters Club”);

5. A JETSTERS CLUB MEMBER is every natural person aged 2 to 15 years who fulfils the membership conditions pursuant to the General Terms and Conditions of the Jetsters Club programme published on its website at www.jetstersclub.com (hereinafter referred to as a “Member”);
6. Within the Jetsters Club programme, the JETSTERS PASS is used as the Jetsters Member’s pass, which serves for identification purposes and assures that Members will receive their benefits. The Jetsters Pass is non-transferable and is valid for three years from becoming a Member in the Jetsters Club (hereinafter referred to as the “Jetsters Pass”);
7. Within the Jetsters Club loyalty programme and when onboard the Organiser’s aircraft, Members receive the Jetsters magazine, in which they will find stickers. These stickers serve as proof of use of the Organiser’s services (hereinafter referred to as “stickers”). The Member attaches stickers to his/her Jetsters Pass. Based on the number of points obtained with the stickers, the Member receives a higher rank and the related Jetsters Club rewards set forth below. Together with the Jetsters Pass, each new Member receives the first reward – a Jetsters badge;

Jetsters Club Valuation System: 
· 3 stickers/1 copy of the magazine 

· 1 sticker = 10 points

System of Ranks and Rewards Provided within the Jetsters Club (hereinafter referred to as “Rewards”): 
· 180 points – Junior (glasses); 

· 360 points – Tracker (belt); 

· 540 points – Rider (communicator); 

· 900 points – Jetster (visit to the Training Centre); 

8. CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION: Those who are eligible to participate in the Contest are all Members who send their Jetsters Pass to the postal address V Celnici 5, 110 00 Prague 1 during the contest period (hereinafter referred to as the “Contestants”). The postmark date stamped on the parcel is the deciding factor in determining when the Jetsters Pass was sent to the Organiser at the aforementioned address.  
 

9. PRIZES AND DETERMINATION OF WINNERS: A material reward (prize) shall be won by the Contestant lacking the fewest points within the stipulated range of points for obtaining the given Reward set forth in Article 7 of these Rules, and who is among the fastest 800 Contestants (hereinafter referred to as the “Winner”). The material reward for the Winner within this Contest is determined according to the number of stickers attached to the Jetsters Pass and according to the number of points corresponding to the attached stickers after the fulfilment of the condition of being the fastest to send in the Jetsters Pass: 

· Glasses – more than 180 points; 

· Belt – closest to 360 points; 

· Communicator – closest to 540 points;

· Visit to the Organiser’s Training Centre – closest to 900 points
(hereinafter referred to as the “Prize”);
10. AWARDING OF PRIZES: 

The Contestant will be informed about the prize via e-mail sent to the Winner at the Winner’s e-mail address that he/she provided upon filling out the registration form when registering for the Jetsters Club by no later than 30 April 2011 (hereinafter referred to as the “prize notification”). The Organiser shall not be held liable for non-delivery of a prize notification in the event the Winner’s e-mail address has been changed, or for non-delivery of a prize notification due to insufficient capacity or the deletion of the Winner’s e-mail account, or due to reasons on the part of the relevant service provider, or other reasons not on the part of such service provider. The Organiser is only obliged to inform each Winner about his/her prize once in written form via e-mail sent to the Winner’s e-mail address that he/she provided to the Organiser upon filling out the registration form when registering for the Jetsters Club. 
11. AGREEMENT WITH THE RULES AND PROTECTION OF PERSONAL DATA: 
By participating in the Contest, each Contestant (with the consent of his/her parent or other legal guardian):       

· gives the Organiser, in accordance with Act No. 480/2004 Coll., on certain information society services and on the amendment of certain acts (Act on Certain Information Society Services), as amended, consent to process personal data with the use of his/her e-mail address and telephone number for the purpose of potentially establishing contact with the Contestant in the course of the Contest, and also for the purposes of sending commercial communications, information on the course of this Contest, and information on other marketing events of the Organiser; 
· gives the Organiser, as the administrator, in accordance with Act No. 101/2000 Coll., on the protection of personal data, as amended, consent to process his/her personal data in the scope of his/her name, surname, place of residence, e-mail address and telephone number, which he/she provided to the Organiser in connection with his/her participation in the Contest or receiving of prizes, for the purpose of verifying his/her valid participation in the Contest, or as the case may be, awarding of a Prize within the Contest and for other commercial and marketing purposes of the Organiser for a period of five years; the Contestant further grants consent to the publication of such data in the scope of his/her name, surname and incomplete address (name of municipality) in communication media and on the Organiser’s website, provided that this use is in connection with this Contest, particularly for the purpose of announcing the Winners. At the same time, the Contestant expresses his/her consent to the processing of such personal data in the full scope and only for the abovementioned purposes by third parties authorised to do so by the Organiser, particularly the company entrusted with the organisational assurance of this Contest. The Organiser is also authorised to classify such personal data with other personal data of the Contestant. The provision of personal data is voluntary. The Contestant has the right to withdraw his/her consent; such withdrawal of consent shall be in written form sent to the address of the Organiser’s registered office. Furthermore, the Contestant has those rights pursuant to Section 21 of Act No. 101/2000 Coll., as amended, i.e. in particular, the right of access to data that pertains to him/her and the right to supplement, correct, block or request the liquidation of such data, as well as the right to an explanation and the right to an apology, monetary redress or cash compensation if the administrator’s conduct has resulted in the violation of the Contestant’s right to human dignity, to the protection of personal honour and good reputation, or the right to the protection of one’s name. Withdrawal of consent is effective from the moment of delivery and has the consequence of the exclusion of the Contestant from further participation in the Contest, including the loss of entitlement to the awarding of a prize if the withdrawal notice is delivered prior to the awarding of such prize;  
· The Contestant gives the Organiser, in accordance with the provisions of Section 12 of Act No. 40/1964 Coll., the Civil Code, as amended, consent to the use of his/her likeness, his/her written statements, visual images and visual and audio recordings pertaining to his/her person or his/her statements of a personal nature acquired by the Organiser in connection with the running of the Contest and awarding of Prizes (hereinafter referred to as the “image”) for commercial purposes in all communication media, regardless of the nature and designation thereof, by all common means, and consent to the subsequent modification thereof and with the possible combination thereof with other works or inclusion in a collective work. The participant grants to the Organiser this consent free of charge, without material, time, quantity or territorial restrictions, and can withdraw this consent at any time. This consent also relates to third parties to which the Organiser has entrusted the image in accordance with its designation;
12. OTHER IMPORTANT CONDITIONS OF THE CONTEST:

· Prizes within this Contest cannot be exchanged for cash, nor is it possible to request the issuance of a prize other than that specified by the Organiser. It is not possible to take legal action to claim any entitlement to participation in the Contest or to prizes, or alternatively, cash consideration;  

· The Organiser is otherwise hereby under no obligation toward the Contestants, and the Contestants do not have any entitlement to any consideration from the Organiser other than that set forth in these Rules. The Organiser is not under any obligation with regard to consideration delivered by third parties. The conditions of delivery and warranty of all prizes are governed by the conditions of the suppliers of the prizes, which also handle returns and complaints;
· The Organiser reserves the right to replace the declared prizes with prizes of a similar type and corresponding value and to change the conditions of handing over prizes in case the prizes are not available during the relevant period, so that prizes can at least be handed over to the Contestants by alternate means; furthermore, the Organiser reserves the right to make a final decision in all matters connected with the organisation of the Contest, including the right in justified cases to change the Rules of this Contest, including the contest period, and to terminate the Contest;
· The Organiser of the Contest is not liable for possible damages incurred by Contestants or for the Contestants’ dissatisfaction with the Contest, for the presentation of incorrect or inaccurate information in connection with this Contest (due to human error or technical defect), for any deficiencies arising in connection with electronic communication networks or for the accessibility of such networks to the Contestants; 

· The Organiser of the Contest is authorised to examine all conditions for participation in the Contest, and in the event of a conflict, to assess and render a unilateral decision on any matter connected with the Contest; 

· All Contestants who in any way fail to comply with these Rules or violate these Rules shall be excluded from the Contest. The Organiser is further authorised to decide on the exclusion of all Contestants in the case of whom there is justified suspicion that they have employed unfair, fraudulent or dishonourable practices. Upon exclusion from the Contest, Contestants shall forfeit their claim to the awarding of prizes without compensation; 

· Possible objections to the running of the Contest can be delivered to the Organiser in writing at the postal address set forth in these Rules within seven (7) days following the expiry of the contest period. Objections submitted later than within this seven-day period will not be taken into consideration, while the judgment of the Organiser with respect objections is final; 

· The complete current wording of the Rules will always be available on the website at www.jetstersclub.com;

· The Organiser is not responsible for the completeness of any excerpt from these Rules, which can be communicated in an abridged version in promotional and other materials in connection with the Contest. Within the Contest, these Rules are considered to be the only complete and definitive version;
· Participation in the Contest is voluntary, and by participating in the Contest the participant (Contestant) expresses his/her agreement with its Rules;

· These Rules, the Contest and the legal relationships between the Organiser and the Contestants are governed by the laws of the Czech Republic.
